Some of you may be familiar with the first three black male graduates from the class of 1963, but
how many of us know the names of the first three black female graduates?

On June 28, 1976, a group of 157 brave and pioneering women joined the Cadet Wing.

Ninety-seven of them would go on to graduate in the Class of 1980. Only three of them were black.
Col. (Ret) Gail Colvin, Dr. Gwendolyn Knuckles, and Dr. Beverly Turman-Handy (pictured above) were
the first black women to graduate from USAFA. Their achievements inspired and motivated others to
follow in their footsteps, and their legacy continues to inspire us today.

Charles Charles Vernon “Chuck” Bush (AKA BG1) , Col. (Ret) Isaac Sanders Payne IV, and Roger Bernard
Sims were the first black (male) cadets at the Air Force Academy who graduated in 1963. They were
the first of us to sacrifice their college experience to endure a hostile environment some of us have
only seen in movies. Since then, we've hailed pilots, astronauts, Rhodes Scholars, ivy leaguers, CEOs,
real estate moguls, and so many more. Their legacy of overcoming adversity opened doors for all of us
in the Way of Life Alumni Group.
